this county at such an early date. The funeral was held at the old home last Saturday. How 
rapidly these old settlers are passing away and in only a few years there will be none of them left

NEESE-Died at his residence, in Marion Township, Hamilton County, Iowa, May 
6th, 1878, of consumption. Washington Neese in the _2nd year of his age. The 

funeral services took place at his residence, and was conducted by Rev. Mr. 
Moore, of the Christian church, of which deceased was a worthy member. 

Deceased came to this county from Owen county, Indiana, in the spring of 1852, 
when this part of the country was but a wilderness, and settled on the farm where 

he died. Being then young and ardent, lie choose a location for a farm, and went 
bravely to work to make the wilderness "blossom as the rose"-- in which he 

succeeded. Coming here before there was any county or township organization, 
and before schools were organized, he had faith to believe that these things would 

soon surround him, and that these privations would sooner or later pass away. He 
lived to realize the development of his early hopes; to see his country 

in prosperity. With the full mood of honesty of purpose he knew he must prosper, 
which he did; and now he leaves a widow, five sons and two daughters to bitterly 

mourn the loss of a kind husband and a loving father; and as well, a large circle of 
neighbors and friends who will greatly miss his words of advice and his kindness 
to all. The writer hereof has been intimately acquainted with him for twenty-two 

years, and as county officer-- as neighbor as friend, or in any and all positions in 
which men are placed, duty was fulfilled and honor and integrity preserved. A 

large concourse of neighbors and friends assembled to pay a last tribute of respect 
to the memory of one so loved by all who knew him.

Arthur Neese, 78, widely known resident of the Stratford community, died at 4:15 yesterday 
afternoon at his home one and one quarter miles north of Stratford following an illness of three 

years. 
Funeral services will be held at 2 p.m. Thursday at the Foster funeral home in this city with the 

Rec. C. F. Schmidt of Stanhope officiating. Burial will be in Graceland cemetery. 
Arthur Van Buren Neese, son of Martin and Lois Neese, was born Nov. 20, 1868, on a farm in 
Webster township, near Stratford. He attended the rural schools in that community and grew to 

young manhood there. On April 8, 1895 he was united in marriage to Sarah Jane Butrum and the 
couple started farming on the Neese family farm where they lived for six years. They then 

moved to a farm in Hancock county where they resided for two years before purchasing the farm 
which has been their home the past 42 years,

A collision at a gravel road intersection three and one half miles southeast of Stratford cost the 

lives of two persons early Sunday evening, Mrs. E. A. Crim, 50, of Stratford being instantly 
killed in the crash, and Francis Woodard, 27, of Boone dying six hours later. 
Sheriff E. R. Lear reported today that the tragedy, which boosted Hamilton county's traffic death 

toll to four for 1954, occurred around 8 p.m. 
Lear said Woodward, accompanied by his wife, was coming from the south, heading north, when 

the car he was driving crashed into the other machine, driven by Mr. Crim, 51. The Crims were 
coming from the west and heading over toward the South Marion church not far from the 
intersection 

 

 
SCHOOLHOUSE AT CORNER 

 
The sheriff said a schoolhouse on the southwest corner of the intersection may have obscured the 
vision of the drivers. The Woodard car hit the Crim auto in the center of the right side. The later 

machine went into a nearby field and overturned on its side, with Mrs. Crim's body being nearly 
tossed clear of the car. 

Woodard's auto went into a ditch, but did not overturn. Both machines were described as nearly 
total losses by the sheriff. 
Mr. Crim and Mrs. Woodard were taken to the Boone county hospital where this morning 

attendants at the hospital said Mrs. Woodard, suffering from severe head injuries was in poor 
condition. Mr. Crim, who received severcuts about the face and legs and who suffered from 

shock, was in fair condition. 
The accident site was just a mile north of the Boone county line and about 10 miles from Boone. 
The Crim residence is just half a mile from the corner where the crash occurred.

Mr. and Mrs. Woodard also had been home, to do chores on their farm, and then were returning 
to the Cliff Gabrielson farm for supper. Their baby, first thought to be with them and the object 

of a search around the accident, had been left at the Gabrielson farm.

A week before her death Vontell was taken down with the influenza. The disease ran its course 
until last Thursday afternoon her condition became suddenly serious and from that time on all 

that medical experience could do was done but to no avail. The Master had spoken to Vontell 
and she had heard His voice. 
The sad news of Vontell's death cast a heavy shadow among us and every heart was touched with 

sympathy for the stricken mother and father, the heart-broken aunt and the grieving grandfather. 
Vontell was born at Kansas City, Mo., March 5, 1910 and for almost ten bright, sunny years not 

only had she been the joy and comfort of the home, now left so empty and desolate, but her 
sweet childish presence brought a wealth of sunshine and happiness into the lives of all those 
who knew her.

Cemetery notes and/or description: 
Originally the site was a US Army post called Ft 
Steilacoom. Later, the Army decommissioned 
the post and Washington State repurposed the 

facility as a mental hospital. The Western State 
Hospital Cemetery is a separate cemetery from 

the original post cemetery, Fort Steilacoom 
Cemetery. 
 

In 1871 an insane asylum opened there with the 
barracks serving as patient and staff housing. 

Fort Steilacoom is now the mental hospital 
called Western State Hospital. Hospital residents 
grew crops and orchards in the area and planted 

many of the Poplar trees that currently line the 
lake shore. More than 3,000 hospital residents 

are buried in the Fort Steilacoom or Western 
State Hospital Cemetery.

As was with many hospital burials of the day, 
graves were either unmarked in marked rows or, 

like in this cemetery, only marked with a small 
concrete numbered block.  

At the entrance to the cemetery is a large sign 
noting that 3,218 individuals are buried in the 
cemetery and that a program of restoration is 

underway. One hundred seventy-two graves are 
currently marked and have been photographed 

and the memorials noted. 
One large marker states that 536 individuals 
have been laid to rest between 1939 and 1952 

and lists all their names. I have done my best to 
list all of the names from my photographs. 

The cemetery was closed to burials in 1953 and 
those dying while at the Western State Hospital 
have been laid to rest in other local cemeteries.

The remains of J. N. Neese arrived here from Dos Palos, Calif., Wednesday of last week and 
funeral services were held at the home of his son, Eli Neese, Thursday after noon of last week at 

2 o'clock, on the old Neese homestead where deceased located when he came to Iowa 
seventy-one years ago. James Neese, a son accompanied the remains to Stratford. 
Jasper Newton Neese was born in Clay county, Indiana, Dec. 13, 1848, and passed away in Dos 

Palos, Calif., May 9, 1924. He was united in marriage to Miranda Mead of Homer on July 2, 
1871. To this union seven children were born of which one died in infancy. The wife and mother 
passed away thirty-seven years ago. Those who are left to mourn the passing of the father are

attended the funeral although all are advanced in age, their ages being respectively as follows:

"Newt" Neese was an early settler here. He came to Hamilton county with his parents in 1853 
and after their death succeeded in the ownership of the farm which his parents had owned and on 
which his son now lives and which is located a few miles north east of Stratford. He was one of 

the hardy and enduring pioneers who during the frontier days of Iowa worked hard and wrested a 
livelihood from the fertile soil of these Iowa prairies. It is such men as he who made Iowa the 

peer of all states. He saw Stratford as a village of shacks become quite a little town before he left 
here some twenty-eight years ago to go to California where he had since made his home. 
G. H. Dick of Stanhope had charge of the funeral services and these were attended by a large 

number of his former friends and acquaintances. The remains were entered in the Neese

Among them were Kenny Neese and Don Goodman.  

Neese, whose career traced to the airline's founding as McGee Airways, departed in 1941 to 

fly bombers and transports. He was killed in 1942 on what was to be his last scheduled 
mission.
