Marian — Beulah Adams, daughter of
Soren Adam and Mathilda Olsen Heilesen,
was born Sept. 20, 1891, in Douglas twp.,
Shelby county. She attended school and
grew to adulthood in the Shelby county
area.

On March 22,1916, she married Harry
Roland Adams at her parent's home in
Douglas twp. Five children were born to
this union. After their marriage, they
farmed in Shelby county and were
privileged to share 61 years together. In
1977, they became residents of the Baptist
Memorial Home in Harlan. After Mr
Adams died on Oct. 30,1977, she continued
to live at the Baptist Home.

Mrs Adams was a member of the
Bethel Baptist church in Harlan and the
White Ribbon Society of Kirkman. She
died at Myrtue Memorial hospital on
Wednesday, Dec. 31,1980, at age 89 years,
3 months and 11 days.
