RY STUTSMAN-ALLEN.

Mrs. Mary Stutsman-Allen was
the sole survivor of Jomathan B.
Stutsman, a western Iowa pioneer.
So far as Mrs. Allen knew, she
had no llving relatives.

She made her home Iin Harlan
most of the time since she was
a young woman, and had attalned
the age of 74 years, 9 monthg and
12 days when she answered the
final call.

Mrs, Allen had inherited consid-
erable property from her father,
and had the reputation of being
a good business woman, With the
ability to well care for her hold-
ings. We are unable to state to
what extent her holdings had ac-
cumulated, but they are supposed
to have included many real estate
mortgages and other securities, the
home in Harlan, just east of the
high school building and the bus-
iness block comprising the Dacken
& Abrell barber shop, the Har-
mony Cafe and the Marquesen

Grocery, Current rumor is to the
effect that these properties have
been bequeathed top the Church ot
Christ Scientist, in which faith
Mrs. Allen's beliefs Were strongly

i founded.

Mrs. Allen’s father, Jonatha
Stutsman, was a pioneer trader in
Council Bluffs, where he dealt
with emigrants, pioneer settlers
and Indians. He went to Council

'| Bluffs about 1864, from St. Louis.

Shortly after his first stop there,
he returned to St. Louis, was
married, and settled in Council
Bluffs permanently in 1848. He
was possessed of a large tract of
land which he obtained from the
government, the southwest corner
of which was close to the loca-
tion of the  present Broadway
Methodist church. He platted the
ground now known as Stutsman's
first and second additions, and one
the old rvesidentinl streots of
Blufrs is named in his
memory.

When his daughter, the subject
of this sketech, was about ten
vears old, the Stutsman family
started by ox wagon train to Ore-
gon. The elder Stutsman had ac-
quired a mine of some kind in
Oregon, we are informed by a
Mr. Reid of Council Bluffs, a
family friend. He organized the
train of pioneers across the plains
and mountains, and his daughter
rode the route on a pony.

The western trip proved disap-
pointing, and the family returned
to lowa, and came to Shelby coun-
ty, which remained the family
home subsequently.

Mary Stutsman was married,
when 18 years of age, to Mr.
Allen. Our informant was unable
to tell us his name. His body is
interred in the Harlan cemetery,
where it was laid to rest in 1891.
e died somewhere in the south,
and the body was brought here,

No children were born to Mr.
and Mrs. Allen. The husband was
a railroad telegraph operator and
station agont, and In his work
occupled positions for many years
at St. Joseph, Mo, and in Wyom-
ing or Idaho.

Since 1891, and presumably sev-
eral years prior to that time, Mrs.
Allen’s home was made in Harlan.
She lives in the memories of her
friends as a pleasant, gracious
woman.

The funeral, held jointly under
the supervision of J. L. Troyer
and Carley B. Schack, was held
Wednesday afternoon at the Schack
& Swinehart mortuary. Rev. C.
Wm. Bast of the Congregational
church, preached the memorial
message, and the Rebekah lodge,
by request, took charge of the
