Custer, the son of Thomas R. and
Patricia A. Andersen Custer, was
born in Harlan on March 21,1967.
He was baptized at the First

"United Methodist church in
Harlan. He lived with his parents
on a farm near Kimballton until
the family moved to Co. Bluffs in
Sept. of 1971, where Todd attended
the Rose Kennedy school. He died
at Childrens Memorial hospital in
Omaha, Neb., on Friday, May 4,
1979, at age of 12 years, one
month and 13 days.
