In 1929 she moved to Tem-
pleton and on July 1, 1930 she
married Bernard Goetzinger at
Sacred Heart church in Tem-
pleton.

They then
moved to Omaha, Nebr., and this
was their home until 1969, when
they moved to Portsmouth. This
has been their home since that
time. Mrs Goetzinger was a
member of St. Mary's church in
Portsmouth and while in Tem-
pleton had been a member of the
Catholic Daughters of America.
