She was baptized and confirmed
in the Lutheran church.

Horn Lutheran church. Four
children were born to this union.
They farmed near Elk Horn for 43
years. In Sept. of 1977 they moved
to Elk Horn. For the past nine
years, Hilda has been restricted
in her activities. She was in-
terested in high school sports,
while her boys were in school. She
died attheSalem Lutheran Home
in Elk Horn, Monday, July 16,1979
at age 75 years. Survivors in-
