Inger Margaret Jensen, the daughter of Englebrecht
and Anna (Smidt) Petersen, was born in Ribe, Den-
mark, on October 8, 1889.

She was baptized and confirmed in the Lutheran
Church.

She attended school and grew to adulthood in
Denmark. After coming to the United States, Inger
made her home in Shelby County, Iowa.

On April 10, 1912, she was united in marriage to
Martin J. Jensen at his family home in Jackson Town-
ship.

After their marriage, Mr. and Mrs. Jensen made
their home on a farm near Jacksonville until 1945
when they moved to Harlan. After Martin's death in
August of 1962, Inger continued to make her home in
Harlan.
