ERNEST A. KARDELL, 69

Ernest Kardell, son of Chris and
Louise Mansfield Kardell, was born in
Germany on Aug. 20, 1905. He died at
Myrtue Memorial hospital in Harlan,
on Aug. 21, 1974, just one day after his
69th birthday. Ernest came to the U.S.
in Oct. of 1923 and settled in Shelby,
la. Hemarried Lucille Robertson Oct.
7, 1931 in Omaha, Nebr. Four children
were born to this union. After their
marriage, Mr and Mrs Kardell made
their home in Redline. Three years
later they moved to Avoca, where they
farmed for several years. They then
moved to a farm near Audubon, where
they lived unfit Mr Kardell retired
from farming in 1967. At that time,
they moved to their present home in
Harlan. He was a member of the
Immanuel Lutheran church while
living-in Harlan.

Mr Kardell was preceded in death
by his eldest son, Billy, in 1970; by a
granddaughter, Debbie Kardell in
1953, by his parents and four brothers -
John Frank, Ben and Paul.
