Randall Henry Lytle, son of Jesse Samuel and Bettie Hansen Lytle, was born Feb.

10,1932, on a farm west of Harlan. He was baptized at the Reorganized Church of the
Latter Day Saints in Persia. He attended country school and Harlan high school,
graduating in 1950 and then went on to Graceland college in Lamoni. On Jan. 19,1953,
he was inducted into the U.S. Army as a sergeant during the Korean conflict.

On Sept. 15,1954, he married Vivian Sorensen at the United Methodist church in
Tennant. Four children were born to this union. After receiving his honorable
discharge on Jan. 18,1955, he returned to Shelby county and farmed near Fiscus, for
the next six years.
