Elsie Moore, 77

Elsie Lonetta, daughter of
Charles and Nellie Mae Holmes
Vandeman, was born July 16, 1896
near Botna. She attended the rural
schools near her home and married
Wilford D. Moore on Oct. 29, 1921.
They farmed south of Botna and
following the death of her husband on
Aug. 17, 1940, Elsie continued to make
herhomeonthe farm until the present
time. Sheentered St. Anthony hospital
in CaVroll about two weeks ago where
shedied early Thursday, Mar. 14, 1974
at age 77 years, 7 months and 28 days.
Elsie was baptized at the United
Brethern church in Botna. She was
very interested in her family and
friends and loved music, especially
the piano. The later years of her life
she spent quietly watching the living
nature that surrounded her .on the
farm.

Besides her husband she was
preceded in death by two grand-
children, Gregory and Christi Moore,
by her parents, and one brother,
Murrell Vandeman. She is survived by
one son, Gale Moore, who lived on the
same farm as his mother, by one
daughter, Joy, Mrs Keith Boyle,
