
Casper W. Oppold, 88
California — Casper Wendlin Oppold, son of Casper A. and Margaret Gahl Op-

pold, was born Feb. 24,1892, in Panama. He was baptized and confirmed at St. Mary's
church and grew to adulthood in Panama. He then entered the service and served his
country during WW I.

On April IS, 1920, he married {Catherine Esabell Engel in St. Mary's church in
Panama. After their marriage, the Oppolds made their home in Panama, where Mr
Oppold ran a Grocery business and also worked for the Milwaukee Railroad for 42
years.
