He
also farmed west of Harlan for
30 years; was a director of
Lincoln Township No. 6 School;
and spent 20 years on the Shelby
County A g r i c u l t u r a l
Stabilization and Conservation
Service (ASCS) board, serving
as township and county
chairman.
