phalia on March 11, 1922. He died
at his home at Rt. 1, Earling on
Sept. 27, 1977 at age 55 years, 6
months and 11 days.

Boniface Catholic church in
Westphalia. Cyril attended St.
Boniface school and grew to
adulthood on his parent's farm.
After completing his schooling, he
farmed with his father. On Oct. 5,
1949, he married Verena Hen-
scheid at St. Boniface churclvln
Westphalia. Three children were
born to this union. After their
marriage, Mr and Mrs Schomers
made their home on a farm near
Earling and this has been his
home since that time. Cyril was a
life time member of St. Boniface
church and was also a member of
the Holy Name Society. He was a
member of the Earling Council
No. 1741, Knights of Columbus and

the Luke E. Hart General
Assembly 4th Degree, Knights of
Columbus and its Chalice Club of
Defiance. Cyril was a member of
the Board -of Directors of the
Westphalia Mutual Fire
Insurance Co. and was a member
of the Executive Board of the
Colonial Manor Nursing Homes of
Sioux City. He was a board
member of the Little Flower
Haven in Earling and was a
director of the Farmers Trust and
Savings Bank at Earling.
