George Tim Sindt, son of
Elizabeth Bladt and Gustav Sindt was
oorn Oct. 4, 1909 at Minden. He died
April 5, 1974 at Myrtue Memorial
hospital at age 64 years, 6 months, 1
day. He married Willetta Howard
Nov. 6, 1941 at Bolckow, Mo., and to
this union four children were born. Mr
Sindt was educated in the Shelby and
Tennant schools and after his
education helped his father farm near
[Tennant till 1938 when he moved to
[Shelby to start farming on his own. In

near Harlan and was employed with
the Harlan Co-op Elevator till 1973. He
was a member ot the Shelby Lutheran
church.
